 Mr.Eaton, the principal for the US High School, was also talked to about the issue. He promised to give western-food twice a month that includes salad, pasta, and pizza, to the High School students. He also plans to open two more lunch windows to shorten the lines so everyone can get their lunch quickly. 

Mr .Wang, the cook for the school lunch, was asked about the quality of the food he works with. According to Mr. Wang, “All the food is fresh. All the vegetables and meat is bought and cooked in the same day. Oil is only used one time. The drinks have specific formulas so it won’t have too much water or too much sugar.
